Carry out jobs for The
Mb to speed your rise fromlowy junior joyrider to a nenber of the largest, nost
powerful family in the city. (Look out for suspicious vehicles and tel ephones: sone
trigger secret jobs - and sonetines those are the only way to escape a city). Do you
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have the balls to go all the way?

Gty Life cawing vith a nix of innocent pedestrians and crimnal filth, GA's

fully functioning cities also feature public transport systens, plus police, fire and

anbul ance services. Note that fire trucks respond to all fires and expl osi ons, paranedi cs
attenpt to attend to all pedestrian injuries, and the cops are paid to pay attention to
scum| i ke you.

Fortunately, you have a portable Police Radio Scanner to listen in on the police reports
regarding your crines. (Incidentally, all vehicles receive one or nore of the local radio
stations; press the 5 key to retune the radio.)

Gt Anay FromIt All: A the start of each city stage you are told how nany
points you need to wn (the best way to score is to conpl ete Mb jobs). Earn enough
points to finish a stage and your status is recorded - along wth a string of
perfornance-rel ated statistics for good neasure.

Death O G Ory: Wen you die and are taken to the nearest hospital, you lose al |
your weapons but retain your Bonus Miltiplier; however, when you are arrested, you are
taken to the nearest Police Sation and al l oned back on the streets with your Vénted
Level reset to zero... in exchange for all your weapons and hal f your Bonus Miltiplier
(the score you can keep).
